In the neighborhood immediate surrounding the 
church, we will distribute a plastic grocery bag to each house.  The neighbors are asked to fill the 
bags with food and place them on their front porches for collection at 9:30 am on Saturday 
morning, October 11th.  Our chairperson in charge of organizing this year’s event is Shana Smith.  
She will be looking for Scouts and parents who can participate in passing out and picking up the 
bags.  The more people we have helping, the faster it goes.  Last year we collected over 200 
bags of food weighing more than 1,000 pounds!  The donated food is then given by the Council to 
the Food Bank. It is a great service to our community and helps to reinforce our duty to our 
community with our Cub Scouts through service to others. This activity will also count as a service 
project for your Scout electives. I hope everyone will be able to help out with this year’s event.
